Rules and Regulations

Executive Summary
Halter Classes
The Pacific Coast Alpaca Show rules and regulations comply with the Alpaca Canada Show System Guidelines, Rules and Regulations – 2010 Revised. A copy of the ACSS will be available on site through the committee. 
Under the rules a signature on the registration form acknowledges the acceptance of these rules plus a “declaration that all animals are in good health and free of communicable disease and are current in their health vaccinations.”

Animal Eligibility

· All animals must be CLAA registered. The animal must be entered in the exact name and registration number as shown on the CLAA registration certificate. The registration MUST be presented at registration for the show and made available to the Show Management if requested. Show Management reserves the right to verify the identity of the animal by confirming microchip or tattoo identification with the registration certificate.

· All animals must be in good health, be free of communicable diseases, and be current in their inoculations and deworming. Any animal showing symptoms of infectious diseases will be refused entry into the show.

· No Alpaca under the age of SIX MONTHS on the date of the show may compete. No farm, personal or animal name shall be displayed on the animal in the ring. Animals must be presented to the judge in a properly fitted halter and lead rope. Extra ornamentation on the animal or halter will not be allowed.

· Grooming shall be limited to removal of surface debris. Enhancements such as the use of sheens, dyes, and oils that compromise the true architecture of the fleece are prohibited. The alpacas fleece should display a natural growth pattern with no shaping or clipping other than top knots, tails, and lower legs below the front knee and rear hock joint.
· At no time shall an exhibitor be permitted to employ the use of any behaviour modification aid while in the ring.

Entry Fees

The entry fee is $30 per animal.
There will be a maximum of two animals per pen. The charge for a pen is $10.

Executive Summary
Fleece Classes
The Pacific Coast Alpaca Show rules and regulations comply with the Alpaca Canada Show System Guidelines, Rules and Regulations – 2010 Revised. A copy of the ACSS will be available on site through the committee.

Under the rules a signature on the registration form acknowledges the acceptance of these rules. This competition will be held at the same time as the halter classes and will be in a separate secure area within the Arbutus Meadows building. 
Entry Eligibility
· Each fleece entry must be accompanied by a completed entry form as provided by PCAN. A copy of the alpaca’s CLAA registration certificate must accompany the entry form. Percentage purebred alpacas are NOT ELIGIBLE to compete.
· The fleece shall be presented in clear plastic bags and have the required exhibitor information included in the bag.

· PCAN will not be held responsible for loss or misplacement of the fleece although every possible effort will be made to ensure the security of the fleece.

· The exhibitor shall be solely responsible for claiming their fleeces at the end of the show.

· No fleece under 6 months of age is eligible for fleece competition.

· Fleece must be from the most recent shearing of the alpaca.

· Fleeces with less than 3 inches (76mm) staple length shall be disqualified.

· Fleeces older than 14 months since shorn shall be disqualified.

· Maximum fleece length: Class A – no limit, classes B to E maximum of 6.5 inches (16.51cm). Any fleece that exceeds maximum staple length will be disqualified.
· The show management fleece steward shall weight each fleece and calculate for age conversions if required, check for correct classing, and provide each fleece with a judge’s scorecard identifying the fleece by number only.

Entry Fees

The entry fee is $30 per entry.

Fleece entries shall be deposited in the area indicated by the show management.

Fleece and Halter Classes

Details for the exhibiters
This document contains rules and regulations that apply to the exhibitors. A copy of the complete set of rules and regulations will be available on site during the show.
Show Management

The 2010 Pacific Coast Alpaca Show is managed by the Show Committee formed by 5 members of the Pacific Coast Alpaca Network (PCAN). Information on the show is available on the PCAN website www.pacificcoastalpacanetwork.org. 

· The show management will ensure alpacas and fleeces are entered and exhibited in the correct classes by verifying registration information and fleece sample before the show and by physically inspecting the alpacas on the Friday evening and the Saturday morning before the show starts. Schedule is available on the website and will be available on site.
· The show program will be printed when all entries are completed. A copy of the program will be included in the exhibitor’s documentation. 

· Upon closing of the show, judge’s records will be secured and will be forwarded to Alpaca Canada.

· No entries will be accepted when the show has started.

· Cancellation: If PCAN cancels the show, the registered participants will be advised by mail and reimbursed the total sum paid. If the participant cancels his/her registration two weeks before the scheduled start of the show, he/she shall advise one of the members of the show committee by phone and PCAN will reimburse the participant the total sum paid. There will be no other reimbursement past that date.
· Amount of prize money will is calculated from number of entries in each class.
Judges

The show comprises 3 competitions:

· Full Fleece Halter Classes judged by Amy Bliss-Miller

· Fleece Classes judged by Lisa Shimeld

· Spin-off judged by Wini Labrecque

It is the responsibility of the exhibiter to prevent showing an alpaca before a judge where the judge was involved with the sale, brokering, promotion, breeding, training, management, or boarding of the alpaca within the last 12 months. It is the responsibility of the exhibiter to prevent showing an alpaca where the judge has previously owned the alpaca. It is the responsibility of the judge to excuse any entry from a class should they recognize said entry as being the offspring of a sire or dam that they own or have owned within 2 years of the scheduled date of the show.
On arrival at the show, the judge shall meet immediately with show management. Judges must not engage in any candid conversations with any person or persons other than those directly associated with show management prior to and during her assignment.

A judge must not view the official show catalogue prior to or during judging and show management must ensure that no opportunity arises for the judge to see the show catalogue. 

No person other than the judge, ring steward, and exhibitors in each class shall enter the show ring during judging without the express approval of show management and judge.

The judge may direct the immediate disqualification and removal from the judging ring of any exhibit whose handler addresses or attempts to address the judge while the class is being judged, except in response to a request from the judge. The judge may, in her absolute discretion, direct the chief steward to remove and alpaca or person from the competition on the grounds of inappropriate and unacceptable conduct, and on the grounds of unsoundness or being unfit to compete. 
Stewards

Exhibiters shall make their entries available to the chief steward for inspection. All class adjustments shall be determined by the chief steward with final approval of the judge when necessary. Show management shall be notified of any class adjustments.

If an alpaca cannot meet the requirements of the steward’s inspection checklist it will be disqualified. The steward’s checklist for the inspection of alpacas shall include:

· General health and soundness

· Microchip matching registration

· Correct colour, gender and age and fleece type for class entered

· Minimum mid side fleece length 2 inches

· Deliberate shaping or clipping

NOTE – If no chip is found then a chip will be inserted at the show and the “Notification and Replacement of Inactive Transponder” form will be filled out by the steward and sent in to CLRC by show management. If chip is there but does not match, supporting documentation needs to be available. If it is a reversal of numbers or an obvious clerical error the alpaca will be accepted and the exhibitor will be asked to correct this error with CLRC. If none of the above conditions apply the alpaca will be disqualified. Show management will levy a fee for the microchipping service.

Veterinarians

Show management will have a veterinarian familiar with camelids on call in an official capacity for the duration of the show.
EXHIBITOR ELIGIBILITY REQUIREMENTS

All exhibitors must be the registered owner of the alpaca entered. If in transition of ownership, permission to show form shall be provided. This form is available on the Alpaca Canada website.
Immediate family of the judge may not have entries in the show nor be a handler. Show management may not personally exhibit alpacas but they may have entries.

Exhibitors shall not engage the judge in conversation until the judge has completed his or her judging assignment.

Exhibitors are responsible for being ringside ten minutes before the scheduled time of their classes. Classes will be announced by class numbers.

Exhibitors shall not enter or exit the judging ring after judging of a class begins, until judging of that class has been completed and awards for that class have been presented except with the consent of the judge, or at the direction of the judge or chief steward.
In the case of the prize winning exhibitors and their alpacas, all shall remain in the judging ring until the completion of the judge’s comments.

The handler of an exhibit in the show ring shall remain with the exhibit until judging has been completed unless authorized by the judge.
The following dress code shall apply:

· Appropriate safe footwear (no open-toad shoes or sandals)

· No ranch, farm or personal logo or name shall be on the handler in the show ring

Failure to comply may result in disqualification.

The following is recommended:

· Dark pants or skirt and white shirt or blouse

· Black show halter and lead without any adornments

Every exhibitor and handler of alpacas at a show shall behave respectfully toward judges, show officials, other persons involved in alpaca classes, and the general public during the show.

Exhibitors shall remain on premises until the show has finished at the published time (Sunday 1pm). 

It is recommended that exhibitors be at least 12 years of age to handle mature alpacas in the show ring.

HALTER CLASSES

Criteria:

The Alpacas will be judged according to the Canadian Breed Standard. There will be no minimum class size. The judge does not have to award a first prize if there are one or more breed standard disqualifiers present. 

Emphasis Guide:

In the show arena, alpacas will be judged with the emphasis of:
Fleece         
60%

Conformation       
40%

Halter Class Division
Classes of 13 entries or less shall be judged as a single class. When a class reaches entries of 14 or more it shall be split equally according to age or by colour as defined in colour class defined below with each split receiving awards.

Classes will be divided as follows:

· Alpacas will be divided into huacaya and suri classes

· Alpacas will be divided into male and female classes

Age divisions for halter classes will be as follows:

1. Juniors – 6 months to under 12 months

2. Yearlings – 12 months to under 24 months

3. Two year olds – 24 months to under 36 months

4. Mature – 36 months and over

Colour classes are as follows:

1. White

2. Light (includes beige, light fawn)

3. Fawn (includes medium fawn, dark fawn)

4. Brown (includes light brown, medium brown, dark brown)

5. Black (includes bay black and black)

6. Grey (silver grey and rose grey)

7. Multi

An alpaca is to be shown in the appropriate colour class, when it is predominantly that colour in the blanket area. The alpaca will be disadvantaged, at the judge’s discretion, if it has any other coloured fibres present. E.g. Spots or any other colour markings.

An alpaca is to be shown in the multi class if it exhibits two or more colours that are distinct and immediately visible and are situated on the alpaca below the head and above the knees.

A predominantly grey alpaca is to be shown in a grey class, whether or not it has any other coloured spots present, and any colour variations will be assessed at the judge’s discretion.

When a colour falls in between 2 colours on the colour chart it will be placed in the darker of the 2 colours.
Class Procedure

PCAN has selected the option to use level 2 criteria for Suri alpacas. Level for Huacaya will be determined by the number of entries for each class.
Level 1 show

Show which can achieve at least 3 colour championships without combining sexes, and have at least 30 huacayas of each sex.

a. 
Ribbons will be awarded to fourth place.
b.
Colour Champions

1. 
Minimum number to award a colour championship shall be 10 huacaya alpacas, 6 suri alpacas per colour and per sex. All first and second place alpacas in their respective colour and sex class shall return to the ring to compete for colour and reserve colour champion. If no first place is awarded in a class, the second place from that class is not eligible for championship.

2.
Seven colour classification groups as follows: White, Light, Fawn, Brown, Black, Grey and Multi.

c.
Supreme Champions

1.
Minimum number to award supreme is 30 huacaya alpacas or 15 suri alpacas in one sex and fibre type.
2.
All colour champions will come back to compete for supreme. If there is no colour champion in any category, first place winners in their class shall compete for supreme.

3.
Supreme Female Huacaya, Supreme Male Huacaya, Supreme Female Suri, Supreme Male Suri awarded if numbers merit.

Level 2 Show

Show that cannot achieve at least three colour champions without combining sexes and/or has less than 30 huacaya of each sex.

Ribbons will be awarded to fourth place.

Minimum number to award a colour championship shall be 10 huacaya alpacas, 6 suri alpacas per colour. Sexes may be combined to attain colour champions where necessary. Sexes cannot be combined in any colour group that has at least 10 huacaya or 6 suri entries.

1.
All champions move forward to compete for best in show. If there is no colour champion in any category, first place winners in their class shall compete for vest in show.
2.
Huacaya Best in Show and Suri Best in Show are awarded.

FLEECE COMPETITION CLASSES

Fleece Preparation

All fleece exhibits shall be the prime portion only which must conform to the same quality and length of the blanket area and shall be skirted of all short, stained, and other fibre that does not conform to the same quality and length of the blanket area. Once it is determined to be free of parasites, it should be property skirted and all short, stained, and coarse fibre, as well as heavy organic contamination, should be removed and the fleece shall be presented with cut side displayed out for huacayas and cut side in for suris. The fleece shall not be washed. Poorly prepared fleeces shall be compromised at the discretion of the judge.
Fleece Class Awards

In order for a fleece to achieve a first place award in a class, the judge must award a MINIMUM score of 60 points. If no fleece in a class accumulates the minimum of 60 points, the class shall begin with a second place award.

a. Ribbons will be awarded to fourth place.

b. Colour champion and reserve colour champion in each colour class for huacaya and suri. First and second place fleece will compete for colour and reserve colour champions. If no first place is awarded in a class the second place is not eligible for championship.

c. Supreme Huacaya, Supreme Suri – colour champions compete for supreme.

Above placings will be directly related to score awarded.

Colour champions use same options as in halter classes. Unlike halter classes, no minimum number of entries is required in order to award colour champion or supreme champion. Only fleeces which have achieved a minimum score of 60 points are eligible to compete for fleece championships.

Fleece scorecards shall be provided for the judge by the show convener and shall be formatted individually for suri and huacaya fleeces. Each exhibit shall have its own scorecard and the scorecard shall remain with the fleece at all times. Identification shall be the official exhibit number issued by the convener at the time the exhibit is delivered for judging. No other identification shall be allowed on the scorecard or the fleece exhibit.
